Elizabeth Taylor presented an overview of the agenda items as follows:
Elizabeth Taylor distributed Shakespeare invitations.  Ms. Taylor communicated that a proposal was submitted to Lexington Medical Center for an obesity program; staff is waiting to hear from the Community Outreach Committee.  The program was developed for an afterschool program to be piloted at Irmo Middle School; it will include individual and team sports, a reading and running program, a food co-op including affordable fresh fruits and vegetables; the school is on board and encouraged about the program. Scott Wilhide asked if it included 7th and 8th grade.  Elizabeth Taylor replied yes.
Elizabeth Taylor also shared with the Commission that the Lexington Sheriff’s Department will have a sub-station at Seven Oaks Park.  Emily Shuman asked if the sub-station closed at River Oaks.  Elizabeth Taylor replied yes.

Ms. Taylor communicated that there is one item on the agenda; approval of the FY 12/13 budget.  Elizabeth Taylor asked if there were any questions.  Scott Wilhide expressed appreciation for how well the budget is presented.  Ms. Taylor also communicated that County Council accepted the budget as presented.
Elizabeth Taylor shared that a Community Star presentation is on the agenda for Doug Kotti.  Mr. Kotti has been instrumental in the success of the track program in Irmo and is recognized as a great coach and mentor.  Ms. Taylor informed the Commission that an update on the master plan will be presented during the executive report; this is for information only; no action from the Commission is needed at this time.

V. PUBLIC PRESENTATION

Chairman John Sowards asked Doug Kotti to come forward for the presentation of the Community Star Award. Brian Riddle, athletic coordinator for Irmo Chapin Recreation Commission, shared with the public the importance of Doug Kotti and the role he plays in the community; Mr. Kotti has taken the youth track team from approximately a 25 participant program to over 90 participants and is one of the most popular youth sports in Irmo.  John Sowards thanked Doug Kotti for his involvement with youth track and his commitment to the community.

VIII. EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Elizabeth Taylor communicated that no public attend the public hearing on May 16, 2012.  Ms. Taylor also announced the summer movie series in the parks: June 2 at Saluda Shoals Park, June 23 at Crooked Creek Park and July 21 at Seven Oaks Park. In addition, there was a recent upgrade on audio/visual equipment at the River Center providing multi-room projection capability.  Elizabeth Taylor shared good news of receiving the PIP grant for the senior service center.  John Sowards asked how large of an expansion is expected for the senior center.  Elizabeth Taylor stated approximately 4000sq.ft.
Elizabeth Taylor presented an update of the master plan priorities based on the directed criteria and community requested facilities: ball field lighting, senior center expansion, use of reserve funds and grants, fully funded option, bond capacity option and an additional conservative option.  John Sowards commended staff on the presentation.  Tom McLean shared his appreciation for staff’s hard work; Scott Wilhide concurred.  Discussion occurred regarding additional funding opportunities.
